why a medallion of honor?

The Memorial Medallion of Honor is available to clergy and 
educators who served the Seventh-day Adventist Church, as well as those 
who served as Seventh-day military, hospital and prison chaplains. 

The Medallion comes with a Certificate which may be presented by 
an administrator at the funeral or memorial service.

for relatives who died since january 1, 2017
Families who would like to receive a Medallion for a deceased loved 
one, who died since January 1, 2017, may request a Medallion from 
their conference executive secretary, ministerial or education director. 

for relatives who died on or before 
december 31, 2016

Families who would like to receive a Medallion for clergy or educators 
who died prior to January 1, 2017 may purchase one from AdventSource 
for $99. For Medallion approval please visit AdventistMedallion.com 

�ere are two versions of the brass Medallion which bears either the 
inscription. “Seventh-day Adventist Clergy” or “Seventh-day 

Adventist Educator.”  In the center is our Church logo of the 
word of God, a cross and �ames, and below that are the 

words, ‘Til He Comes” signifying our hope is in the return 
of our risen Lord Jesus Christ.

�e Medallion can be a�xed to a cemetery grave 
marker or placed on display in your home as a 

perpetual testament to a loved one’s service and 
our hope in the second coming of Christ.

Upon receipt of the 
Memorial Medallion, 
you can work with the 
cemetery to a�x the 
Medallion on the 
grave marker or install 
it yourself. Installation 
instructions may be 
downloaded from the 
AdventSource website. 
In cases of cremation, 
the Medallion may be 
placed on the  colum-
barium or displayed in 
your home.
